USING THE GPASS OSCAR ELECTRONIC FORMULARY

IMPORTING THE FORMULARY

Can be imported on any PC (may depend on capabilities).

If there is a problem, import on server.

NOTE YOU SHOULD NOT ATTEMPT TO OPEN THIS FORMULARY AS IT IS RCF. FORMAT FOR IMPORT INTO GPASS ONLY. IF YOU REQUIRE TO LOOK AT THE LIST OF CODES PLEASE USE THE EXCEL ALPHABETICAL LIST.

In the future will also be able to access the formulary on the SCIMP website, the email address will be circulated when available.

If sent email with Gpass OSCAR Coding Formulary attached – right click on Gpass Coding Formulary and save document to your hard drive (C drive)

· Open Gpass

· From Gpass icon click on Tools

· Select Read code formulary

· Click on Import

· Find file on C drive

· Highlight it

· Click on Open

· It will tell you that it will override previous formulary – Click Yes (if you have a previously used practice formulary and want to add these codes to the OSCAR Coding Formulary you should take a note of them prior to import)

· It takes a few seconds to import.

· Once complete Click OK – there may be a slight delay as import is completed – do not click on anything else, as this will affect the import.

USING THE FORMULARY

· Enter patients record within Gpass (for data entry – usually F5, but will be available in F3/ F8 etc.)

· Bottom right of screen – click on ‘Formulary’ button (instead of usual ‘Add’) button

· A screen similar to the ‘Add’ screen will appear but will contain all codes included on Version 7.0 of the OSCAR formulary

· The box at the top should indicate – OSCAR Formulary Version 7.0 (all codes are in alphabetical order below this and can be viewed using the drop down arrow at the right side)
· To search for a specific disease/ event – start typing in name. The formulary will stop searching when it recognises a word, e.g. to find asthma you will only need to type ‘ast’

· Once the search is completed you will in most cases only be given one diagnostic code, e.g. Asthma H33zz (asthma resolved will also be included on this screen)
· There will be some areas when you will be given a list, e.g. fractures, family histories etc. They are all in alphabetical order and you should be able to easily find what you are looking for

Finding specific information, examples:

· Drug adverse reaction/ allergy

· Type name of drug – only one option will appear

· Whole list can be found by typing adverse reaction

· Family history

· Type FH

· Contract information

· Type either contract ‘disease’ or GMS ‘disease’, e.g. ‘contract asthma’

· Abbreviations – common abbreviations are included on the list, e.g. MI, IHD, OA etc.

· Due to the use of abbreviations if you are looking for items that start with these letters they will not automatically appear, e.g. MIgraine, PElvic floor repair as the system will stop searching when it finds ‘MI’ or ‘PE’ – using the drop down arrow at the right side you will find all other conditions that start with ‘Mi’ or ‘Pe’ etc.

New additions – as requested by practices (not necessarily for use by summarisers)
· Carers codes

· Ethnicity coding (Scottish codes)

· MED 3/4/5

· Vaccinations/ immunisations

Can’t find what you are looking for

If you have typed the full word and it is spelled correctly – the item will not be included under this term on the formulary. You will need to go to the full Read code thesaurus to search for the term. To do this – click on the ‘Read code’ button on the right and this will take you back to the ‘add’ method where you can search the whole thesaurus. You can toggle back from here to the formulary by clicking the button on the right ‘Formulary’.

The formulary has been set up to include common and significant diagnoses/ operations/ investigations and events in the patient’s history. Version 7.0 also includes many codes that will be used for maintenance coding. However, it will never include all codes that you will ever want to use and it will be necessary at some time to resort back to the full Read thesaurus.

NB: The OSCAR formulary is fully compatible with the recently released SCIMP list and up to date GMS Contract codes.
