Criteria for Accessing Challenge Fund
The associated criteria for accessing the Challenge Fund has been kept to a minimum in order to attract applications from a wide range of sources.

Who may apply?
Applications are welcomed from a wide range of areas. The idea / initiative for which funding is being sought must however be able to demonstrate it  can contribute to the wellbeing and /or opportunities available to vulnerable adults including older people aged 65years plus living in West Lothian. 
Please note funding will not be made available to develop or sustain an existing service its primary function is to enable new ideas / initiatives to be taken forward and developed.   

Compliance with Legislation
Applications submitted must demonstrate compliance with all relevant legislation. Applicants should note equality impact assessments will be undertaken against all applications which are supported by the Senior Peoples Forum prior to going forward for consideration and possible approval by the Council, which is the decision making body.
Funds being sought
Each application must contain a detailed breakdown of the associated costs which equates to the amount being sought. It should be noted that funding is normally awarded via an annual grant to support the initial development of an idea. Hence applications should demonstrate how they can work towards and become self sustaining thereafter. 

Please note applications should not propose to fund the employment of individuals.

Outcomes
Applications should detail the outcomes that will be achieved via the initiative / idea they wish to take forward.
Please note the information provided in this respect needs to demonstrate the outcomes that will be achieved for vulnerable adults including older people not the outputs which are a description of activities that will be undertaken. 

Details should also be provided outlining how outcomes will be measured to evidence their delivery.








Where an application is successful the lead organisation concerned will be issued with a contract from the Council relating to the work they have received funding to undertake.
