The Service

The West Lothian Community Rehabilitation & Brain Injury Service, is funded by the Community Health & Care Partnership (The CHCP is a partnership between NHS Lothian & West Lothian Council). The West Lothian Community Rehabilitation & Brain Injury Service Team provides assessment and rehabilitation for adults in West Lothian.

Eligibility

You may be eligible for referral to the Service if you:

· Are over the age of 16 years

· Have an acquired neurological condition, such as stroke, acquired brain injury, MS, MND, etc 

· Need the services of 2 or more therapies i.e. Speech and Language Therapy, Physiotherapy, Occupational Therapy, and Psychology.

· However we will accept referrals for people with an acquired brain injury who need 1 or more therapies.

The team is based in the Ability Centre, Carmondean, however the service is provided in your own home or community setting.
