	5.1 Hand Hygiene Awareness Programme – Doreen Trainor


	

	
	Doreen described the ‘Hand Hygiene Awareness Programme’ advising that the Primary Care and Community rates are low due to the dedication of local people.  She described a programme of events; sessions can be arranged directly through Doreen.  She confirmed that Day Centres etc will be included as a matter of course.

	5.2 Fauldhouse Dental Services – Robert Naysmith


	

	
	Jim Forrest reported on behalf of Robert Naysmith.  He described the current provision of service and the proposed new Partnership Centre at Fauldhouse, whereby two surgeries will be created within the building to serve the whole population.  He confirmed that, following treatment, the Centre will assist patients in registering with a Dentist.  Dental lists appear on the website and are updated quarterly.  Future plans include, a mobile Dental Unit for the whole of Lothian to service areas where there is no dental presence.  A new initiative, ‘Child Smile’,  has been developed for school children.   Additional units could be extended to include other areas such as older people and care homes.

	Christine described the initiative for children with Development Co-ordination Disorder (DCD).  Working in Partnership,  NHS Lothian, West Lothian Council, Edinburgh RC Cycling Club and Scottish Cycling have developed a community based 4 week course for teaching children with the disorder to ride their bikes unaided.  

Chair thanked Christine for her presentation and invited questions from the members.  

In response to a question regarding the demand for the service, Christine responded that the service is not highly advertised; referrals are mainly through physiotherapy or occupational therapy at present.  Contact is planned with schools, to link in with after school clubs  in an attempt to improve co-ordination and to develop a life long interest in sport.  

Chair thanked Christine for bringing along a very worthwhile initiative.
