Grahame Blair suggested guidelines for West Lothian Council Officers might differ.  David Kelly agreed to seek legal advice with West Lothian Council and report back.

	DISCUSSION:  PARTICIPATION

· How best to make contact with the Public generally.


	

	
	 “Using the Public Partnership Forum to engage effectively with the wider community” – Discussion document tabled.

Paul Weddell provided the background to the document.  He suggested that the CHCP is not well publicised and that the community do not know how to make contact.   He described the existing communication structures, and how the Public Partnership Forum could be the main mechanism whereby the CHCP engage and communicate with the community.  

David Kelly advised of various methods whereby the CHCP is publicised, and of  promotional  radio adverts, which are about to begin.   He invited suggestions as to how to bring together,   and make best use,  of what is available and enquired of Alan Bell how the Communities Team might be involved.  In response Alan asked how PPF might contribute to Community Planning in West Lothian.   

Following an extensive debate it was suggested that the members take time to digest the document and bring comments to the next meeting.

In response to Paul’s query regarding admin support for the PPF, Jim Forrest advised that whilst there is no financial resource to fund a permanent post, admin support has been provided, and will continue to be provided up to 10 hours per week as required.  

· Create a structure which is compatible with Local Area Committees

Information was tabled reflecting the engagement process between individuals and existing organisations.   Richard Duffner advised that the Voluntary Sector plan to hold a major event in May, which could showcase what is available in West Lothian and suggested he discuss with Paul outwith the meeting.

It was agreed that a map of links of NHS and Social Care engagement process be developed by the CHCP Team and brought to the next meeting.

The Scottish Health Council representatives were asked if there are any models that the PPF could refer to in order to raise their profile. They replied that West Lothian is moving ahead in some areas, but that other regions, such as Orkney and Grampian, have carried out work which could perhaps be passed on.  Midlothian has an NHS facilitator, and the suggestion was made that they could perhaps come out to West Lothian to make recommendations. Patient Involvement Worker Meetings in Edinburgh are also well established.

Ellen Glass asked if Community Councils have been contacted, Paul confirmed that they had, but to date had not responded.  It was suggested that Paul might attend a Community Council Meeting at St John’s Hospital to raise the PPF profile.

Jane Houston made comment of the difficulties within West Lothian, in that CHP’s in Edinburgh deal with health only, whilst in West Lothian they deal with health and care.  A good job is being done but consistency is required and meeting dates publicised.  

Ellen Glass indicated that she would be happy to advertise on their behalf.

In response to Paul’s question as to whether or not the CHCP have a Communication Strategy, David Kelly confirmed that they did.  

Chair once more, requested that members read the document presented today and that this be an agenda item for the next meeting.
