4.1 Professional Nursing Forum – Lynda Cowie

Lynda reported on the current issues that are being progressed through the Professional Nursing Forum.  David added that two dieticians are being employed for the MUST Programme (Malnutrition Universal Screening Tool).

In relation to ‘Guidelines for monitoring Type II diabetes and training for District Nurses regarding insulin changes’ concerns were raised in that individual members of staff retain competency.

4.3 Health Improvement Team – Jane Kellock
