	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTE


	

	
	4.1 Cardiac Rehabilitation Programme (Paper circulated prior to meeting)
Lynda Cowie gave an overview of the West Lothian Programme. She advised that Frances Divers, Cardiology Nurse Consultant, has offered to come along to a future meeting if this would be beneficial. 

	

	
	4.2 Transportation of Patients – Scottish Ambulance Service 

      Sally Westwick and John Mackie reported.

Sally tabled an analysis of Scottish Ambulance Service journeys, (information collected from Outpatient Departments, SJH) which identified an increase in aborted journeys from January through to March 08, compared with the same period the previous year.  The reasons were varied, and due to the number of specialties involved in booking ambulances, it was  not easy to identify specific actions to make improvement without carrying out further time-consuming in-depth analysis.   She advised  that awareness had already been raised within the Physiotherapy Department,  to ensure that patients are clear as to their appointment details and transport arrangements. 
John made reference  to the Lothian Activity Report,  April to June 08,  showing 10% of journeys were aborted in the three month period and that a high number of patients were escorted by relatives or a carer, when it may not always be relevant.     
Chair asked John if he could provide the committee with a copy of the criteria used to book ambulances for hospital outpatient appointments. 
Chair requested that the situation be kept under review, and asked that a generic memorandum be sent to all departments involved, highlighting the key points discussed, to ensure that patients are clear of their appointment date and time, and whether or not they wish to use their own transport.

Chair sought permission to use the information provided today at NHS Lothian City Staff Planning.  This was agreed, and an electronic version is to be provided.

John highlighted  that over a period of three months there had been six unreported deaths to the Scottish Ambulance Service.  He requested that his department  be included in the ‘notification of deaths’ distribution list at St John’s Hospital.  Sally Westwick to investigate. 

Clarity was requested on the Lothian Activity Report in relation to ambulances booked through St John’s single system.  John and Sally were asked to analyse the statistics for the next meeting.
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	4.3 Mental Health – Ward 17
Use of Physiotherapy gym at SJH:  Lynda  explained that limited access to the physiotherapy gym at St John’s Hospital was due to lack physio staff to undertake supervision, which was why the Inpatient Forum requested that  the vacated area on the ward be developed into a physical exercise room.  
Bed Status:  Lynda provided statistics collected over a period of two months confirming that Ward 17 functioned  to capacity.  It was also established that Wards 16 and 17 have now merged.

	

	
	4.4 Public Partnership Forum
Information was provided as to the query regarding a change in policy for dental  patients in Fauldhouse.  Paul Weddell intimated that he was reassured by the response in that there was no change in policy and would take this back to the individuals concerned.

	

	
	4.5 GP Telephone Numbers
Chair advised of the NHS policy discouraging GPs from using premium rate telephone providers.  NHS Circular PCA(M)2005/4 provides details.  It was requested that a copy be given to Ellen Glass.
