David Kelly advised Alex Linkston, Chief Executive of West Lothian Council, has already highlighted this and has asked David to investigate.

	SWIA Report

Grahame summarised the outcome of the SWIA Report, where West Lothian received a very positive result for partnership working.  

Chair thanked Grahame for his presentation and asked members of the Committee for comments or observations.

Congratulations were given to all involved for the excellent outcome of their achievement.


	

	
	Integrated Inspection Child Protection Service

Grahame spoke of an integrated inspection to begin in February 2008.  He advised that the very positive result on child protection from the SWIA Report should stand West Lothian in good stead for the inspection process.

Chair thanked Grahame and invited questions from the Committee.

In response to the question as to frequency of inspections, Grahame replied that there is a rolling programme of 3 years moving towards 1 year, dependent on the findings of the first inspection.  He continued that West Lothian cannot be complacent and he will make himself aware of all available information prior to the inspection being carried out.

	PRESENTATION – CORE DEVELOPMENT AREA GROWTH - JIM MCEWAN


	

	
	David introduced Jim McEwan, from Housing Strategy and Development.   The department is examining wider growth within West Lothian over the next 10 years in order to plan services for the area.  Jim identified locations of core development areas and described the implications for health and council services.  

In conclusion he advised of the need to plan long-term, work in partnership and maximise funding opportunities.

Chair thanked Jim and invited questions from the Committee.

James Hendry asked if any specific health assessments had been carried out.  David responded saying that health impact assessments were planned for all core development areas.  He described the CHCP vision of 5 community treatment centres within West Lothian, allowing the  flexibility to provide services locally.  Already underway is the Fauldhouse Project, a new GP Practice in West Calder. A feasibility study has also been carried out in Linlithgow.

Jim McEwan advised that a Community Facilities Group is being formed, looking at the best use of community areas and buildings.  

Jim McCafferty felt that transport is an integral part of any package and the impact on the Scottish Ambulance Service will require consideration.

Jane Houston informed  that West Lothian is forecast to have the largest increase in population over the next 10 years and,  whilst education is being considered, the same consideration does not appear to have been given to health services.  She asked how this might be addressed.  In response, David advised that the Primary Care Premises Strategy looks at health in all areas, and whilst perhaps not self-evident in the presentation, is part of the 10-year strategy being prepared.

Chair agreed that there is a need to consider the overall picture.
