PRESENTATION:  Jim McCafferty, General Manager, Scottish Ambulance Service

Jim McCafferty apologised for not being able to provide a copy of the presentation in advance of the meeting, however paper copies were available to be handed out at the end of the meeting.

Jim gave a presentation on the different services available by the Scottish Ambulance Service

Graeme Morrice thanked Jim for his informative and interesting presentation and invited comments/questions from the Committee.

Questions raised included DNA rates and whether there is a system in place whereby the patient could be telephoned the night before their appointment.  Jim said there is significant value in contacting patients in the rural or less urban areas.

David Kelly suggested the Council Call Centre calling patients 2 days before an appointment   Jim suggested a survey of West Lothian patients only who are going to any hospital and who have transport booked.

Jim highlighted that there is a workshop being held on 8th March on Statistics Analysis & Reporting, which he would encourage CHCP staff to attend.

Alison McLean expressed concern at an ambulance being sent for patients who are deceased and asked what is being done to prevent this happening?   

Jim said they are trying to get the GP to link in with patients on their register, but this doesn’t always happen.       

David Kelly suggested that Alan Bell’s Transport Group look at how we could work together to resolve some of these issues and that a paper should be pulled together.

PRESENTATION:  Robert Naysmith, NHS Lothian

SPCDS and Scottish Dental Action Plan
Robert Naysmith gave a presentation on Salaried Primary Care Dental Services and Scottish Dental Action Plan.

Two copies of the Standards for NHS Dental Services, covering all dental services, were passed round the table.  Robert also passed round copies of the leaflet – An introduction to the Childsmile programme,which will be available to dentists, health visitors, community pharmacists and any other services members of the Committee may wish to suggest.  Every child in nursery from aged 3 upwards will have the chance to take part in this programme and Robert explained further how the programme works.   

Graeme Morrice thanked Robert for an interesting and informative presentation and invited comments/questions from the Committee.  

In answer to one of the questions raised as to why only the bottom fifth of children, Robert said that this is due to lack of resources to provide training, infection control and regular visits, and the fact that in some nurseries/schools nearly all the children have perfect teeth.  However if it is possible to do more thatn the bottom 20% then they will do so.   

David Kelly highlighted that a paper has gone to the CHCP Board indicating that Salaried Dental Practice will come under the remit of the CHCP as of 1st April.  Robert was invited to say a few words on the wider service and what they cover, although in the Sub Committee Forum the focus will be on dental services in West Lothian. 

Avis McDonald asked if Community Pharmacists have a role in providing preventative medication for people who do not pay for prescriptions, apart from those under 16 years of age.   Robert confirmed that the Pharmacy Committee has offered to be a link with the dental services.  David Kelly suggested producing something that we could trial in West Lothian.  

David Kelly suggested that Gordon Ford, Director of Education, who normally attends the CHCP Sub Committee would be a positive contact.
