	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MEETING


	

	
	3.1  PPF Identity Cards

In response to a request by PPF members, it was confirmed that only employees of NHS can hold NHS ID cards, therefore it is not possible to create a CHCP ID card, nor obtain NHS ID cards for non NHS staff, nor is it possible for PPF members to visit healthcare premises to audit leaflet availability.  Audit is already carried out through QOF.  David apologies that he was unable to assist with the PPF request on this occasion.  It was suggested that Julie, in conjunction with the Quality Improvement Team,  become involved in the assessment of literature available and feed back.

	3.2  CHCP Resource Centre – Craigshill Area

David reported that subsequent to the last meeting, he has investigated CHCP resources into Craigshill and has been reassured that no negative balance is being located in the area.  There is recognition that land values in Livingston vary and that land is perhaps more prevalent in Craigshill for community initiatives.  Paul disagreed, stating that in comparison to other areas, Craigshill has the highest level.  Grahame added that Craigshill is the largest consumer of resources available in the area.  Paul accepted that financially it may be more viable to locate resources into Craigshill and asked that the PPF point be raised, should any future initiative be considered and that there be consultation with the community prior to any decisions being made.

For clarity, David informed that although Craigshill had been visited as a potential site for the re-location of ICCU, mental health ward, no decision has been taken that the purpose built housing facility be placed there.

	4.1  LOCALITY PLANNING UPDATE – MARGARET GRAHAM


	

	
	Margaret explained the locality planning process; she illustrated priority areas community engagement to determine issues for particular areas, actions taken and outcomes.  She advised of a proposed move to new multi-members wards, based on the election. 

David thanked Margaret and invited questions.

The question was raised as to whether the new Council administration will change the content to which the response was ‘no’.  David asked for reassurance that community engagement would take place in a meaningful way with PPF, Community Health Councils, Patient Forum, Health and Council groups.  Margaret responded that a plan is being prepared looking at all legislation requirements and allocating resources over the nine wards. 


	

	
	4.2  TELECARE/TELEHEALTH UPDATE – GRAHAME BLAIR


	

	
	Grahame presented the current services provision to clients, patients and staff in West Lothian using technology and care together.  He described future developments and illustrated how partners, working together, can add greater value to service users by having technology installed in the home environment, allowing 24 hour monitoring if required.  

David thanked Grahame and invited questions or comments.

Reservations were given as to the lack of human contact, however reassurance was given that technology was part of an individuals personal care plan and that human contact would be maintained and that in particular, response time to “falls” would be much better  than at present.
